3.  Journals must contain at least 30 quotes/excerpts/lines from poems from the following sources:

· 6 from Thoreau

· 6 from Emerson

· 3 from Martin Luther King Jr.

· 1 poem or excerpt from Dickinson
· 1 poem or excerpt from Whitman

· 1 poem or excerpt from Frost
· and the rest from where ever you find inspiration.  Consider Hawthorne,   Rachel Carson (author of Silent Spring), Dead Poet’s Society, the Tao Te Ching, the Bhagavad Gita, song lyrics, etc.
· ALL quotes should have something to do with how we live our lives or our relationship with nature
